Purpose:
The purpose of this standard is to provide the residents, staff, and developers of the City of Manteca with a uniform and standardized system of street naming and addressing to:

1. Minimize future street name and addressing conflicts

2. Provide a database for City records and improve public safety services.

3. Comply with U.S. Postal addressing standards.

4. Meet public safety dispatching needs for law enforcement, fire and medical personnel.

Street Names in the City always take the following format:

<Name>
<Type>

Document Protocols:

For document clarity, references to all vehicle paths of travel serving three (3) or more properties, residences, or businesses are referred to as “streets.”  Driveways or other vehicle paths of travel serving less than three (3) properties, residences, or businesses, shall not be named, to reduce administrative costs and potential confusion for emergency service providers.

PUBLIC STREET NAMES

Prefix:
1. New streets shall have a prefix compass designation (N, S,E, or W) only if the streets cross the following designated major streets:

- YOSEMITE AV or MAIN ST
2. The prefix compass designation shall be determined by the location of the street relative to YOSEMITE AV OR MAIN ST.

- The northern portion of a street that crosses YOSEMITE AV shall have an N Prefix compass designation.

- The southern portion of a street that crosses YOSEMITE AV shall have an S Prefix compass designation.
- The western portion of a street that crosses MAIN ST shall have a W prefix compass designation.

- The eastern portion of a street that crosses MAIN ST shall have an E prefix compass designation.

2. Per Manteca Municipal Code, Section 16.23.060.J.  (Ord. 1325 § 1, 2006; Ord. 936 § 1, Ex. A (part), 1992)

a.  Street Names and Signs.

        

 Streets shall be designated by one of the following terms:

- Street (east west);

- Avenue (north south);

- Way (short connecting street);

- Lane (meandering, north south);

- Drive (meandering);

- Circle (looping).

- Streets with limited local traffic shall be designated by one of the following terms:

- Court (cul-de-sac, east west);

- Place (cul-de-sac, north south).

b.  All streets on the same alignment shall bear the same name where practical.

c.  When so required by the city engineer, street names with numerical designation shall be spelled out (i.e., Twenty-Third Street).

d.  All suffix designations shall be spelled out in full on the final map.

e.  Street signs shall be provided for all land divisions in accordance with the city standard plans and specifications. 

Name:

1. Streets shall have only one (1) official street name.

2. New street names shall not exceed fifteen (15) letters (excluding prefix and type designations) to accommodate Emergency 911 databases and City street signs.

3. No street name shall consist of more than two (2) words (excluding prefix and type designations).
4. Prefix and type designations, or homonyms thereof, shall not be permitted as part of the root street name.

5. Abbreviations, symbols, and numeric characters may not be used in street names.
6. Conjunctions may not be used as part of a street name (Example: “Diamonds and Roses” or “Brick or Tile” would not be acceptable).

7. All names shall be of the commonly accepted spelling, according to a standard dictionary.

8. A street name shall be appropriate, easy to read, and easy to pronounce (so that children can use the name in an emergency situation).

9. Names of similar pronunciation and/or spelling shall be prohibited (Example: Briar Lane, Brier Lane).
10. There shall be no duplication of existing street names, unless the new street is a continuation of an existing street.  Street segments may be considered continuous only where there is less than a 250 foot centerline alignment offset.

11. Variations of the same name with a different street type designation shall be prohibited (Example: ALDER AV, ALDER LN, ALDER DR). Exceptions to this would be a court or place off of a street (Example: PINE AV, PINE CT).
Street Segments:

1. Where a through street makes a distinguishable change in direction and cannot be considered curvilinear, a separate name for each direction shall be assigned (Exhibit 2).

2. Where there is more than one access point from different streets to a circular loop street, only one access point may be designated as circle (Exhibit 3).  It is preferable to separately name each directional segment of a circular or loop road (Exhibit 3).

3. No street name may connect into any other street so as to create more than one intersection of the same named street (Exhibit 4).

4. Where the continuation of the through street is restricted by design, separate names shall be designated for the various lengths of the street (Exhibit 5).

5. Frontage roads shall bear the identical designation as the main traveled street except when the main traveled street is a designated state or federal route.  Frontage roads on state or federal routes shall be assigned names separate from highway designations.

6. A street that crosses city/county jurisdictional boundaries shall be given separate names within each jurisdiction if necessary to avoid any potential addressing conflicts arising from separately maintained addressing grids or systems.

PRIVATE ROAD NAMES

All procedures, standards and requirements for public road names shall apply to private roads.  In addition, private road names shall comply with the following:

1. The private road must serve as the primary access for the properties.
