A.1  SCOPE 

It is the intention of the City of Manteca, hereinafter called City, to enter into a three (3) year Source-Separated Green Waste Processing contract, hereinafter called Contract, with a qualified processor, hereinafter called Contractor, to process green wastes, leaves, Christmas trees, wood, and other organic materials collected through the City’s residential green waste collection program.  The initial term of the contract shall be three, but there shall be an option for extending the life of the contract for up to five additional years.
A.2  BACKGROUND PROGRAM INFORMATION

The City currently collects green waste and other organics from residents every-other-week in containers ranging in size from 32 gallons to 96 gallons.   The City also collects organics and wood waste from local businesses and construction sites. 
A.3  QUANTITIES OF MATERIALS

No quantity of material can be guaranteed to be collected by the City.  The amount of organic materials collected by the City has been averaging 10,000-12,000 tons per year.
A.4 TIPPING FEES

The attached Bid Response sheet asks bidders to establish tipping fees for source separated green wastes and other organics collected through the City’s collection programs, for the first year of a three year contract.  These tipping fees can be assessed in two ways.  (1) a per ton rate can be established for each commodity individually including residential yard waste, sod, dirt, wood, pallets, Christmas trees, leaves and other organics or (2) a per ton rate can be established for all commodities lumped together as “green waste”.  

A.5 ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT OF TIPPING FEES

After the first two years of this Contract, the Contractor shall have the opportunity each year, on the anniversary date of the commencement of the Contract, to propose an adjustment to the tipping fees.  The proposed adjustment shall not exceed the change in the consumer price index (cpi) during the same period.  Upon receipt of the contractors proposal, the City shall evaluate the Contractor’s proposed adjustments to determine whether or not adjusted fees are fair and equitable.  In the event that the City determines proposed fees are not fair and equitable, the City reserves the right to open a formal bid procedure to solicit bids for green waste processing from other prospective processors.  Any price adjustments must be made in writing and signed by both the City and the Contractor.  The schedule for an adjustment of the tipping fees is as follows:

120 days before anniversary of the Contract commencement-City shall offer the Contractor the opportunity to adjust fees.

100 days before anniversary of the Contract commencement-Contractor shall return adjusted fees to the City.  City will evaluate Contractor’s proposed tipping fees to determine whether or not proposed fees are fair and equitable.

80 days before anniversary of the Contract commencement-City either notifies Contractor of its intent to accept Contractor’s adjusted fees or open a formal RFP procedure to solicit proposals from other prospective processors.

A.6  DELIVERY OF YARD WASTES 

If the Contractor has a green waste processing facility, permitted landfill or permitted transfer station within twelve (12) miles of the intersection of Louise and Union, the City shall, at the City’s cost, drop off green waste and other organics collected at the Contractors facility.  

If the Contractor does NOT have a processing facility, permitted landfill or permitted transfer station within twelve (12) miles of the intersection of Louise and Union, alternative delivery options and costs shall be outlined by the Contractor.

A.7  FACILITY HOURS

Contractor’s facility must be able to accept materials Monday through Friday 6:00am-4:00pm.  Hours must accommodate City’s holiday schedule as well.  The facility must be open on all holidays with the exception of Christmas and New Years Day if the City is collecting green waste on those days.  The facility must be open on the Saturday after Christmas and New Year’s Day if the City is collecting green waste on those days.  

A.8  CONTRACT INSURANCE

A.9  SAFETY

The Contractor’s facility and operations must meet or exceed all CAL-OSHA safety requirements and must allow for periodic, unannounced safety inspections by City officials and their representatives.  

A.10  UNLOADING OF MATERIALS-if City trucks go to an approved location.
Contractor will provide for unloading of City trucks within fifteen (15) minutes after arrival at their site.  The City understands that trucks may be occasionally delayed and Contractor must make sure that such delays are no longer than thirty (30) minutes after arrival at the site.  Failure to provide these turn around times will considered a basis for default.  

All materials are to be weighed upon receipt, Contractor must provide proof of scale certification.  

A.11 INVOICING

The Contractor shall invoice the City each month for total tonnages of green wastes and other organics tipped at the Contractors facility.  Invoices shall be based on the weighmaster certificates received from the Contractor’s scales. Alternative invoicing and payment arrangements may be made if mutually agreed in writing by the City and the Contractor. 

A.12  CONTRACT TERMINATION

The City reserves the right to terminate the Contract upon a 30 day written notice whenever the City determines that such termination is in the best interest of the City.  The City shall pay all reasonable costs incurred by the Contractor up to the day of the termination.  However, in no event shall the Contractor be paid an amount that exceeds the price bid for the work performed.  

When the Contractor has not performed, or has unsatisfactorily performed the work outlined in the contract, the City may terminate the contract for default.  Upon termination for default, payment may be withheld at the discretion of the City.  Should the Contractor substantially neglect or fail to perform any provision of the Contract, or do any act which may impair his or her ability to complete the Contract, the City, after three (3) days written notice to the Contractor may terminate the contract.  

A.13 RELEASE AND INDEMNITY

The Contractor shall indemnify and defend the City from all liability for any loss, damage or injury to persons of property arising from or related to the performance of this Contract, including without limitation all consequential damages, whether or not resulting from the negligence of the City or its agents.  

A.14  CONTRACT REPRESENTATIVE

Contractor will designate a Contract Representative who will be available during normal City business hours to handle any questions, problems or complaints associated with the implementation of this contract.  

A.15  PROCESSING IDENTIFICATION

Contractor will identify what will be done with green waste and other organics received by the City.
