After an Earthquake

Once an earthquake or aftershock(s)
ceases, gas plumbing damage may have
occurred. The acceleration trigger of the
California Valve will have shut off the gas
supply to your house. If, however, a gas
leak still exists, the gas service should be
turned off at the main shut off valve. Do
not turn gas on again. You will be safer if
you let authorized personnel restore serv-
ice.

Warning

If the “Reset Shaft” does not return to
its original position, or the wvalve
remains closed and will not reset, the
gas service must be shut off, and the
valve replaced before service can be
restored.
