	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
	The project consists of two components: 1) the establishment of a PD, Planned Development to eliminate side and rear setbacks, and 2) the development of a warehouse building on a single parcel totaling approximately 43,800 square feet.  The proposed building will be approximately 18,300 square feet and is designed to have a small office and restroom, and a large roll-up door for each of the ten (10) units ranging in size from 1,560 square feet to 3,451 square feet.  The project site includes the single building, 27 parking spaces, and required landscaping.  The design of the building is a standard steel industrial building with architectural enhancements including: metal and glass commercial office entries, stucco finish on the front facing elevation, approximately 6-foot steel mansard to create a commercial appearance.
If the Planned Development were not part of the project, it would be exempt from CEQA review.
