SUBJECT: Justification to use Infiltration Basin in lieu of Bioretention Basin on project

Kier & Wright has prepared a grading plan and storm water quality control plan
representing treatment per the current MS-4 requirements. The 69.0%+ Acre site has 3
parcels as well as the north side of W. Louise Ave (City) frontage that drain to the current
stormwater basin. The conveyance system is shared and privately owned/maintained by
CC&R’s. A public easement (access and maintenance) exists for the storm system and
basin. An existing lift station pumps the water into the basin via bubble up structure and a
pipe outlet drains the basin to CDS (mechanical treatment) and lift station discharges all
runoff to SSJID French Camp Drain.

The proposed project (Development of Parcel 3, 59+ acre 565,000 sf building) proposes to
treat all (existing and proposed) impervious runoff in the existing storm basin by creating
an infiltration basin per the MS4 requirements. This is mainly due to the proposed building
size and site constraints not leaving functional basin space around entire site. This being
the case, portions of the runoff would be treated on the project side of the lift station and
remaining would need to be treated on the basin side of the railroad land. Due to the lift
station, the treated and untreated water could not be separated and all runoff would be
required to be treated thusly.

As an alternative, we propose to treat all three parcel’s impervious runoff and city runoff
within the proposed infiltration/detention basin which is consistent with MS4
requirements. See attached preliminary Grading and Drainage as well as Storm Water
Quality Control Plan.
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
