[developer name] (Developer) is preparing to construct the [development project name] (Project) within City limits.  The Project includes the construction of public infrastructure, including underground infrastructure, which will become the property of the City upon acceptance by the Manteca City Council.  

The Developer needs to lower groundwater levels in the Project area to facilitate construction of the underground infrastructure, and they desire to discharge the extracted groundwater to SSJID’s facilities for disposal to the San Joaquin River.  The Developer has obtained approval from the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board for this discharge per the terms of the Regional Board’s Limited Threat General Order R5-2013-0073-035.  A copy of the Notice of Applicability (NOA) with the Limited Threat General Order is attached.
The City has reviewed the NOA, and concurs that the terms and measures contained therein will ensure water quality standards are met.  Accordingly, the City authorizes the Developer to discharge extracted groundwater from the Project into SSJID facilities under the terms and conditions of the SSJID/City Storm Drainage Agreement, dated February 14, 2006, and as amended.  The City is also aware that the Developer will need an additional temporary construction permit from SSJID.
