Dear Sam,
The City of Manteca’s General Plan identifies a geographical boundary within which the City intends to develop.  Comparing the City’s General Plan boundary to SSJID’s service area shows a region that is within the City’s General Plan but outside of SSJID’s service area.  The attached Figure 1 shows the subject region, which the City has named the Southwest Area.  

The City intends to extend services to the Southwest Area in the future, but being out of the District’s service area presents issues regarding potable water service and storm drainage service. In addition, less than half of the Southwest Area was included in the Primary Urban Service Area (City service area limits) when the City completed their most recent Water Master Plan.  That means the City will need additional water supply to serve this area.  Finally, there are provisions in the Water Supply Development Agreement regarding use of water outside the district that must be resolved.  Regarding storm drainage, this service presents a separate issue in that drainage from the Southwest Area is prohibited from entering District facilities without prior District approval.

To solve these issues, the City believes the best course of action is annexation of the Southwest Area into the District’s service area.  The City understands that the annexation process can be time consuming, and as such, we are amenable to an interim, out-of-service-area agreement that provides the needed District services until the annexation process concludes.  In addition, the City is amenable to paying a reasonable entitlement fee associated with such an agreement, provided this fee is credited toward any annexation entitlement fees, and provides appropriate commitments for both parties.
Regarding an out-of-service-area agreement, we propose a phased approach to services in this agreement.  Specifically, we desire District services right away for the green cross-hatched area, which is shown on Figure 1.  Services for the blue cross-hatched area can follow in the future at the discretion of the property owners in this area.
If this proposal meets with your approval, please have your legal counsel prepare a draft out-of-service-area agreement consistent with District policies on this matter.  Please feel free to contact me with any questions or concerns.
